Please 
also see additional links below which you may find useful to support home learning.  There is certainly plenty of on line and digital 
resources available to keep children busy and happy!  The next stage of ‘home learning’ for our children will be more project based. 
Further information on this will be supplied in due course.  Finally, if you click on the Communications tab on the school websites 
you will see the latest update letter from the CEO of the Trust.  In this letter are a range of free and very useful home learning 
resources provided by Oak National Academy and the BBC.  These can be used as you see fit to support the daily routines of your 
children.
