This newsletter contains information about what you 
and, more importantly, your child should expect in 

Year 3 this term. 
 

Maths 

For maths, we will continue to follow the White Rose 
Maths schemes of learning. That means the topics 

that we will be learning about this half-term are 
fractions, money, time, shape, statistics and 

statistics. We will also continue to consolidate all the 
maths topics covered in our previous learning. 

Practising and learning times tables will remain a 
priority for Year 4 in preparation for the times table 

test in June.  

English 
Our writing will be based upon the two class texts of Secrets 

of a Sun King and The Explorer. We will be writing poetry, 
persuasive letters and a Trip Advisor review. The writing 

features of fronted adverbials and expanded noun phrases 
will remain a focus. Handwriting, grammar and spelling will 

also continue to form an integral part of lessons. 

History 
We will be studying the Ancient Egyptians – looking at 

the timeline of key events, the mummification 
process, the importance of the pyramids and the 

events surrounding the discovery of Tutankhamun’s 
tomb.  

Science 
This term we will investigate 

sound; how it is created and 
how humans can hear it.  

We will also begin to 
understand pitch, volume 

and amplitude. We will then 
move on to investigating 

animals including humans 

where we will study food 
chains, diets and the 

digestive process. 

Geography 

For the first half-term, our focus will be studying 
Egypt, which we will then compare with South 

America in the second half-term.  The focus for our 
geography work will be to identify countries on a map 

and compare the human and physical geography of 
Northeast Africa and the Amazon rainforest.
